Christ Jesus Has Paid the Cost of Discipleship for You 

A disciple of Jesus Christ will “bear his own cross” (Luke 14:27) and follow 

the Lord through death into life. Discipleship is costly because it crucifies 

the old man with “all that he has” (Luke 14:33), in order to raise up the 

new man in Christ. The disciple disavows “his own father and mother and 

wife and children and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life” 

(Luke 14:26), in deference to Christ. That way of the cross is impossible, 

except that Christ Jesus has already paid the cost. His cross is set before 

you as “life and good, death and evil” (Deut. 30:15). Taking up His cross 

is to “choose life, that you and your offspring may live, loving the LORD 

your God, obeying his voice and holding fast to him” (Deut. 30:19–20). To 

live that life in Christ is also to bear His cross in love, “that your goodness 

might not be by compulsion but of your own accord” (Philemon 14).

Accordingly, though I am bold enough in Christ to command you to 

do what is required, 
9
yet for love’s sake I prefer to appeal to you—I, 

Paul, an old man and now a prisoner also for Christ Jesus— 
10

I appeal 

to you for my child, Onesimus, whose father I became in my 

imprisonment. 
11

(Formerly he was useless to you, but now he is indeed 

useful to you and to me.) 
12

I am sending him back to you, sending my 

very heart. 
13

I would have been glad to keep him with me, in order that 

he might serve me on your behalf during my imprisonment for the 
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gospel, 
14

but I preferred to do nothing without your consent in order 

that your goodness might not be by compulsion but of your own free 

will. 
15

For this perhaps is why he was parted from you for a while, that 

you might have him back forever, 
16

no longer as a slave but more than 

a slave, as a beloved brother—especially to me, but how much more to 

you, both in the flesh and in the Lord. 

 
17

So if you consider me your partner, receive him as you would 

receive me. 
18

If he has wronged you at all, or owes you anything, charge 

that to my account. 
19

I, Paul, write this with my own hand: I will repay 

it—to say nothing of your owing me even your own self. 
20

Yes, brother, 

I want some benefit from you in the Lord. Refresh my heart in Christ. 

 
21

Confident of your obedience, I write to you, knowing that you will 

do even more than I say.

So therefore, any one of you who does not renounce all that 

he has cannot be my disciple.

It is of no use either for the soil or for the manure pile. It is 

thrown away. He who has ears to hear, let him hear.”
