Though the Lord had brought them out of Egypt, “all the congregation of 

the people of Israel” grumbled against Him because “there was no water 

for the people to drink” (Ex. 17:1). Despite their quarreling, the Lord 

graciously provided for them. He did not strike the people for their sins, 

but by the hand of Moses He struck the rock instead and brought forth 

water for the people. In the same way, living water flows from the pierced 

side of Christ at “about the sixth hour” (John 4:6; 19:14), when He is 

lifted up on the cross for the sins of the world. He is “the gift of God” 

(John 4:10), the well from which the Holy Spirit is poured out and 

becomes in His people “a spring of water welling up to eternal life” (John 

4:14). By this grace in which we stand, being at peace with God through 

our Lord Jesus Christ, we “worship the Father in spirit and truth” (John 

4:23). “We rejoice in hope of the glory of God” because “God’s love has 

been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given 

to us” (Rom. 5:2, 5).

5And the LORD said to Moses, “Pass 

on before the people, taking with you some of the elders of Israel, and 

take in your hand the staff with which you struck the Nile, and go. 
6Behold, I will stand before you there on the rock at Horeb, and you 

shall strike the rock, and water shall come out of it, and the people will 

drink.” And Moses did so, in the sight of the elders of Israel. 7And he 

called the name of the place Massah and Meribah, because of the 

quarreling of the people of Israel, and because they tested the LORD by 

saying, “Is the LORD among us or not?”

15The 

woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I will not be thirsty 

or have to come here to draw water.” 

 16Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 17The 

woman answered him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are 

right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 18for you have had five husbands, 

and the one you now have is not your husband. What you have said is 

true.” 19The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a prophet. 
20Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem 

is the place where people ought to worship.” 21Jesus said to her, 

“Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this 

mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22You worship 

what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from 

the Jews. 23But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true 

worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is 

seeking such people to worship him. 24God is spirit, and those who 

worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 25The woman said to him, 

“I know that Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ). When he 

comes, he will tell us all things.” 26Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you 

am he.”
